Returning from 
previous years would be a women's and girls' surf competition, a surf film festival and the ASP Women's World 
Dream Tour, featuring' the best female surfers in the world including Paige Hareb. The 10-day event was 
dubbed the 2012 New Zealand Surf Festival. Adding the under 12s micro-groms event was a great way to get 
children into competition surfing early. The aerial event, to be held on Easter Monday, would be open to men 
and women of all ages. A surf photography exhibition would be organised by acclaimed Taranaki surf 
photographer Daisy Day and would feature throughout the festival.  
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
